SheetBlok-AF is supplied in 4’x10’ sheets that can be trimmed for custom fit. With careful installation techniques, a virtually seamless appearance will result.

Auralex’s ProPanels are fabric-covered absorbers designed to provide an upscale look with the high-performance absorption qualities that reduce unwanted room reflections (slap and flutter echoes, for instance) to improve the listening environment while affording tasteful aesthetics that complement any décor. ProPanels meet the Class A fire rating and are available in a choice of 12 standard color/fabric options. ProPanels standard sizes include: 2'x2', 2'x4', 4'x8' and 4'x4' wall panels (with beveled or straight edges) and 2'x4' corner panel (with reverse-mitered edge). The 2'x2' and 2'x4' wall panels are available in 1" and 2" thicknesses; the 4'x8' and 4'x4' wall panels and 2'x4' corner panel are available in 2" thicknesses only.
