Through her company, Mind Your Music, Karyn Rachtman is a musical supervisor and producer for a multitude of motion pictures, including Boogie Nights, Bulworth, North Country, Pulp Fiction, Reservoir Dogs, and Reality Bites. She is currently working on the movie Barnyard, to be released by Paramount Pictures. A former vice president at Capitol Records, she also is starting up an artist management company, as well as releasing children's books called Hip Kid Hop, written by rappers.

These special events are designed to give both members of The Recording Academy and non-members insight into the production and engineering fields. Clips of the panelists' work are shown and the panelists will provide background on how they became involved in the industry and on the kinds of facilities needed to produce their work. Over his more than twenty years of experience, he’s worked with music industry elite, from Stevie Wonder to Prince, and Motley Crue to Marvin Gaye.  Sutton recently left behind the entertainment capital of Los Angeles to bring the “funk” back to Memphis.  Here, he launched his own studio – Studio D – at the House of Blues recording studio.  Sutton is a graduate of the Recording Institute of America and UCLA.  He recently completed work with The Recording Academy on its The Grammy’s Salute to Gospel.

Currently, 6,000 professionals comprise the Producers & Engineers Wing, which was established for producers, engineers, remixers, manufacturers, technologists, and other related creative and technical professionals in the recording community.
