Morgan crossed with Mother Teresa,” will share his enormous bike knowledge and experiences as a New York City bike messenger. Co-founder Marty Odlin, the Bike Studio’s design and engineering guru, has a motto: “If I can do it, you can do it.” In addition to the Bamboo Bike Studio, Odlin has been actively involved in the Bamboo Bike Project, a project by scientists and engineers at The Earth Institute, Columbia University, which aims to examine the feasibility of implementing bicycles made of bamboo as a sustainable form of transportation in Africa. 

Bamboo Bike Studio strives to use the most high tech performance materials and processes possible. Both the Brooklyn team and the San Francisco team judge their success on functionality, environmental impact and economic feasibility. The Bike Studio aims to educate on the appeal of bike building and to make bike building more accessible through workshops – like the one at studio b. – and outreach programs offered at schools and to the general public. Additionally, The Bike Studio is an active participant in an inaugural bike building and education program in Ghana.
