The speakers are all ceiling mounted, using Genelec ceiling mounts attached to Unistrut® mounts, configured in six rows of three speakers each, all downward firing. Music and speech are mixed through a Rane® HAL2 mixer.

What makes Genelec the best fit for fitness is its clarity and sonic quality, says Eric Olsen, Managing Partner at CEM. “From a sound point of view, nothing else comes close,” he says. “To get a complete sense of immersion, you need believable sound, and that’s what the Genelecs give you.”
