The song itself is what grabbed me; the power of the story and Elle’s delivery are what sold me. The most impressive part was the groove and the balance of the track and the vocals. It was very punchy and clear, and stood out from the pack. ‘F*** You’ is a fresh and current track that I know will help get them on their way; I look forward to hearing more songs from them.
