The PowerMatch PM8500 is a configurable professional power amplifier delivering concert sound quality for fixed-installation sound reinforcement systems. And the PowerMatch amplifier is really spectacular, and it’s really going to change the way that people do things.”

And the estimates for this system came in below comparable systems, so we had a lower cost and higher performance.”
