The four drivers used in the HTS6 are 12" diameter long-throw types, while the amplifier can deliver up to 1 kilowatt RMS of short-term power with minimal THD and intermodulation distortion. The amplifier also features power-on muting and driver overload protection. 

The powerful HTS6 Active Subwoofer measures 20-5/8" H x 56-11/16" W x 22" D and weighs 265 lbs.
