The main control room, Studio A, is fitted with a pair of Genelec 1039A Main Control Room Monitors coupled with a Genelec 7073A Active Subwoofer. The other three studios each have a pair of Genelec 8050A Bi-Amplified Monitors as their primary monitoring systems. This, says Jimmy Blankenship, Chief Recording Engineer for Family Christian Network, provides audio consistency throughout the facility, which is critical for accurate monitoring across the wide range of distribution channels the Network will utilize. In addition to its broadcasting enterprises, the organization also plans to establish a record label based at the Wilmington facility. “I’m glad we have the Genelecs in every room, because of the consistency of the sound,” remarks Blankenship. “I also love the way Genelec’s DCW [Directivity Controlled Waveguide™] technology reduces any room coloration.
