When paired with the OBP-2, players can cut and boost frequencies to sculpt their ideal tone.
Featuring professional-grade Spector hardware, these exciting basses are available in three all-new striking colors that bring out the unique grain patterns of the instrument’s tonewood: Sienna Stain, Turquoise Tide, and Sundown Glow, each complemented with a matching headstock and sporting a soft matte finish that feels broken-in from day one.
