There’s also a high quality, extra-steep lowpass filter for the LFE channel for fingertip control of the most powerful sub-bass sound effects.

The Surround Mixdown plug-in allows the derivation of Quad, LCR, Stereo and Mono mixes directly from the surround mix, greatly adding to studio productivity and compatibility between different format mixes of the same material; while the Surround Panner provides rotation and width for any input.
