Several plugins do a great job pointing in this direction, but sometimes I find the high end suffers. In developing ToneCentric, it was important to me to keep things sonically quite full overall, but with an added depth of field. As with all the plugins in my Signature Series, there is an enormous amount going on behind the simplicity of the single-knob interface. Different settings on the knob will yield different results, and I encourage you to experiment with subtle to mid to drastic levels. Here’s to more tone-filled music! I hope you like it as much as I do.”
